I, the above named petitioner do hereby apply for grant of compensation on account of multiple and grievous injuries on the various parts of my body including right shoulder, right arm, right fore arm, right thigh, right knee, right leg, right ankle, right foot and forehead sustained by me in a motor vehicle accident which took place on 25-01-2010 caused on account of rash and negligent driving of driver/respondent no.2, while driving vehicle bearing Registration No. HR61-8936. The accident took place on 25-01-2010 at about 6 PM near Avon Hotel, Siha on Mohindergarh-Rewari Road. 

The accident took place within the jurisdiction of Police Station-Khol and the case was registered vide FIR No.18 dated 26-01-2010 U/s 279/337 IPC.

Yes. The petitioner/ injured was coming from Mohindergarh to Siha and was driving motorcycle bearing Registration No. HR43-A-1142. Shri Naveen S/o Shri Karan Singh R/o Village Sahadat Nagar and Shri Satish Kumar S/o Dharam Pal R/o Village Siha were also pillion rider on the above said motor cycle. When they reached near Avon Hotel, Village Siha, a Qualis vehicle bearing Registration No.HR61-8936 coming from Rewari in a rash, negligent and in zig zag manner without observing traffic rules and that too at very high speed came to the wrong side and struck against the motorcycle of the petitioner. Due to the impact the petitioner had sustained multiple and grievous injury including head injury.

The petitioner sustained multiple and grievous injuries on the various parts of body including right shoulder, right arm, right forearm, right thigh, right knee, right leg, right ankle, right foot and forehead, which was very serious in nature and dangerous to life, if timely medical aid was not provided to him. The memory power of the petitioner had been adversely affected due to the injuries sustained in this accident. The details as well as nature of the injuries are mentioned in the treatment record and as mentioned in MLR No. RKY/28/10 dated 25-01-2010 at Civil Hospital, Rewari and X-ray report.

The injured was admitted in Civil Hospital, Rewari and was medico legally examined by Dr. Rajesh, Medical Officer, Trauma Centre, Rewari and after that petitioner got treated in Jai Prakash Narayan Apex Trauma Center, AIIMS, Delhi by Dr. Anurag Gupta and Dr. Manish. 

That after accident, the petitioner/injured was taken to Trauma Centre, Civil Hospital, Rewari, where petitioner was medico legally examined. Owing to his serious condition, the petitioner/injured was taken to Jai Prakash Narayan Apex Trauma Center, AIIMS, New Delhi and got admitted in Jai Prakash Narayan Apex Trauma Centre, AIIMS, New Delhi and remained admitted from 26-01-2010 to 25-02-2010. The right arm of the petitioner was amputated above elbow on 30-01-2010 and rod was inserted in right leg. The petitioner has become permanently disabled. Even after his discharge from the hospital, the petitioner is still not cured from the after effects of the accident and still under treatment.   A special attendant had attended the petitioner in the hospital round the clock during his hospitalization and treatment. The petitioner is still bed ridden. The memory of the petitioner had weakened. The eye sight of the petitioner had also been adversely effected. The  petitioner has incurred  expenditure of about Rs. 2 Lacs till date on his treatment, medicines, special diet, transportation and attendant etc. Much more amount is required for future treatment also.

1.  That the petitioner/injured was having good health                                                                                  and physique. The petitioner was 22 years of age at the time of accident. The Petitioner was employed as Security Guard besides an agriculturist. The Petitioner was earning Rs.10000/- per month. The Petitioner was the sole bread earner of the family. The petitioner has widow mother who is dependent on him. But due to severe Head injury and other multiple and grievous injuries i.e. Right hand had been amputated above elbow and rod has been inserted in the right leg, the petitioner/injured had been rendered a useless person. The Petitioner becomes permanently disabled due to the accident.

 2. That on account of severe Head injury and other multiple and grievous injuries i.e. Right hand had been amputated above elbow and rod has been inserted in the right leg, the petitioner has suffered permanent disability. The petitioner rendered a useless person. Thus, the petitioner has suffered huge loss of income and his social status in the society has been lowered down.

3. That the petitioner is still confined to bed. The petitioner is dependent upon others for his treatment, medicines, special diet and further he needs help of an attendant for his day to day affairs. During the period of hospitalization, an attendant also remained with him round the clock, to whom the petitioner has to pay a huge amount. The petitioner is still under treatment and as such much more amount would be required for his subsequent treatment.

4. That the petitioner has suffered mental pain and agony and still going under the same ordeal on account of permanent disablement and other injuries on the various parts of his body suffered in the aforesaid accident.

5. That the future prospects of the petitioner has become very dark and his life has become miserable. The petitioner has lost all possibilities and chances of getting work in any organization, as he has become permanently disabled. Now, due to huge loss in the income as also due to inability to get any work, the future of the petitioner as well as that is of entire family has turned in to dark.

6. That on account of the Head injury including other multiple and grievous injuries, the life span of the petitioner has been shortened and his health has been badly affected. 

24. BRIEF DESCRIPTIONOF THE ACCIDENT WITH THE CAUSE OF       ACTION
That on the unfortunate day i.e. 25-01-2010 at about 06:00 P.M., the petitioner was coming from Mohindergarh to Siha  and was driving a motorcycle bearing Registration No.HR43-A-1142. Shri Naveen Kumar S/o Shri Karan Singh R/o Village Sahadat Nagar and Shri Satish Kumar S/o Shri Dharampal R/o of Village Siha were also pillion rider on the above said motorcycle. When they reached near Avon Hotel, Village Siha, a Qualis vehicle bearing Registration No.HR61-8936 coming from Rewari in a rash, negligent and in zig zag manner and without observing traffic rules and that too at very high speed came to the wrong side and struck against the motor cycle of the petitioner. Due to the impact, the petitioner and two pillion riders named above fell down on the road. The motorcycle also fell down on the roadside. The petitioner had sustained multiple and grievous injury including head injury and the above named pillion riders had sustained multiple injuries. The accident was also reported to the police vide F.I.R. No.18 dated 26-01-2010 for the offence U/s 279/337 I.P.C. at P.S. Khol. The accident in question was caused on account of rash and negligent driving of driver/respondent no.2 of offending vehicle bearing Registration No.HR61-8936. After the accident the injured/ petitioner has loss his physical capacity of doing work, while awarding the compensation these facts be taken into consideration. Respondent No. 1 was the registered owner of the offending vehicle bearing No.HR61-8936 at the time of accident. Respondent No.2 was the driver of the offending vehicle bearing No.HR61-8936 at the time of accident. Respondent No.3 was the insurer of the offending vehicle bearing No.HR61-8936 at the time of accident. All the respondents are liable to satisfy the award assed by the Hon’ble Tribunal jointly and severally.

It is, therefore, humbly prayed that petitioner may kindly be awarded the compensation to the tune of Rs. 20,00,000/- (Rs. Twenty Lacs) on account of treatment, permanent disability, pain and suffering, loss of income, conveyance, special diet, attendant etc. along with interest @ 18% per annum from the date of the accident till the date of the realization of the amount in favour of the petitioner and against the respondents jointly or severally. 

Any other relief which the Hon’ble Tribunal may deems fit and just may also be granted in favour of the petitioners and against the respondents.
